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Privacy and confidentiality are important for both mentors and mentees. All personal information shared during Peer Time should be kept private. Do not discuss it with other patients, friends, family, or dialysis staff.Confidentiality Agreement


Keep all forms, logs, and notes private. Please do not leave papers where others might see them. Submit all forms and logs right after they are completed. Give all forms and logs to a Peer Up! facility staff member or put them into the secure Peer Up! drop box.
A private Peer Up! area has been set up in the waiting room for your use when you meet at the facility. If the area is in use, either wait until it is available or ask the receptionist if you can use another private area, like the patient consultation room.
Please keep in mind that there are times when personal and private information should be shared—for example, if someone may harm himself or herself or others. In that case, you must tell a charge nurse or facility social worker right away. 
If you share personal and private information in a non-emergency situation, you may be asked to leave the Peer Up! program.
